Founded by neonatologists Dr. Geeta Mishra and Dr. Shachi Asthana, the startup is developing 

a low-cost, AI-based baby monitoring system designed especially for government and resource-

limited hospitals. Incubated at KMCLU in October 2025, the startup received technical and 

business mentoring. It was later registered on the Government of Uttar Pradesh’s “Startup in 

UP” portal and secured a ₹5 lakh Prototype Development Grant after successfully clearing 

both evaluation stages. On 17 February 2026, the company also received a Test License 

approval from the Government of India, enabling it to begin mechanical development of its 

neonatal care products.  
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The Prototype Development Incentive application of Acuity Neocare OPC Private Limited, an 

incubated startup of Awadh Incubation Foundation (AIF), has been approved by the Policy 

Implementation Unit (PIU). Following evaluation by the PIU Committee, the application has 

been processed and officially marked as “Approved” on the Startup Incentive Portal. This 

approval marks a significant milestone in the startup’s product development journey.
